John 17:17 (HCSB) Sanctify them by the truth; Your word is truth. 

1 Peter 2:2 (NKJV) as newborn babes, desire the pure milk of the 
word, that you may grow thereby, 

James 1:22 (NIV2011) Do not merely listen to the word, and so 
deceive yourselves. Do what it says.

The Danger of NOT Knowing God and His Word

Matthew 7:21-23 (NIV2011) 21 “Not everyone who says to me, ‘Lord, 
Lord,’ will enter the kingdom of heaven, but only the one who does the 
will of my Father who is in heaven. 22 Many will say to me on that day, 
‘Lord, Lord, did we not prophesy in your name and in your name drive 
out demons and in your name perform many miracles?’ 23 Then I will 
tell them plainly, ‘I never knew you. Away from me, you evildoers!’ 

Saying ‘Lord, Lord’ indicates affection 
(such as God calling Abraham, Jacob, 
Moses, Samuel, and Jesus speaking to 
Martha), yet they still didn’t know Him.

“Knew” is a form of the Greek word 
γινώσκω (ginosko) meaning intimate 

knowledge – the same word for a 
man “knowing” his wife and this 

resulting in her becoming pregnant.
