1 Corinthians 12:4-7 (NASB2020) 4 There are diversities of gifts, but 
the same Spirit. 5 There are differences of ministries, but the same Lord. 
6 And there are diversities of activities, but it is the same God who works 
all in all. 7 But the manifestation of the Spirit is given to each one for 
the profit of all:
The gifts God has 
given us are given 
through the same 
Spirit and to serve the 
same Lord. Being 
unified makes the 
church more powerful. 

The service/ ministry is 
provided through 

different gifts but not 
independently. Through 

God’s power, the gifts 
complement one 

another for His glory.

When each of us are 
using our gifts, it is 

benefiting the 
church community 

as well as the 
unbelieving world 

around us.

1 Corinthians 12:8-10; 28 (NKJV) 8 for to one is given the word of 
wisdom through the Spirit, to another the word of knowledge through 
the same Spirit, 9 to another faith by the same Spirit, to another gifts of 
healings by the same Spirit, 10 to another the working of miracles, to 
another prophecy, to another discerning of spirits, to another different 
kinds of tongues, to another the interpretation of tongues. 
28 And God has appointed these in the church: first apostles, second 
prophets, third teachers, after that miracles, then gifts of healings, 
helps, administrations, varieties of tongues. 
Special knowledge and 
wisdom come from the 
Spirit. Extraordinary 
faith is gifted to some.

These gifts are not 
for show, but for 

edifying the church 
and glorifying God.

“Helps” and “administrations” 
are added to the list and are 
also important gifts for God’s 

Kingdom.
